PRE - INSTALLATION
•Carefully remove the fixture from the carton.
•Before beginning assembly, installation, or operation of product, make sure all parts are present. Compare parts with package contents 
list and diagram on previous page. If any part is missing or damaged, do not attempt to assemble, install or operate the product. 
Contact customer service for replacement parts.
• Tools required for assembly (Not Included): screwdriver, phillips screwdriver, pliers, electrical tape, wire cutters, safety glasses, ladder, 
wire stripper.
• TURN OFF the power at the electrical panel before starting installation.
• Locate a suitable location to install the fixture and open in accordance with the cut-hold dimensions (refer to hole cut table for 
appropriate size).
• Select desired color temperature from 2700K, 3000K, 3500K, 4000K, and 5000K by sliding the switch on the J-box. (Figure 5)
• Run electrical wire from the switch (power supply) through the mounting hole. Use NMD90 or BX cable.

1. Open the J-box cover and remove the appropriate knockout(s). (Fig 
1)
2. Inset the electrical supply cable through the knockout and secure 
with a cable connector (sold separately).
3. Using push-in wire connectors, connect green ground wire of cable 
to the green wire of the J-box; connect white wire of cable to the white 
wire of the J-box; connect black wire of cable to the black wire of the 
J-box.
4. Place all wiring and connections back into the J-box and close the 
cover.
5. Insert the J-box through the mounting hole. (Fig 2 )

New construction applications: J-box shall be firmly secured to studs, 
joists or similar structural unites.
Remodel applications: Do not require the J-box to be firmly secured 
after the mounting plates, joists or structural unites have been 
concealed. 

1. Connect the fixture to the J-box by inserting and twisting the male/
female connectors. (Fig 3)
2. Push spring loaded clips on the fixture to the mounting hold. Release 
the clips and the fixture will be pulled flush to the ceiling. (Fig 4)
3. Once the assembly is complete, turn on power to confirm the fixture 
is working properly.

TWO-LIGHT INSTALLATION (Caution: Before beginning installation turn off the circuit breaker and light switch)

THREE-LIGHT INSTALLATION (Caution: Before beginning installation turn off the circuit breaker and light switch)
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

CAUTION: Before attempting to clean the fixture, disconnect the power to the fixture by turning 
the breaker off or removing the fuse from the fuse box. This LED light fixture is made from quality 
materials that will last many years with minimum care and maintenance. You may want to clean 
the fixture with a soft cloth periodically. To maintain the best appearance of the fixture, do not use 
cleaners with chemicals, solvents or harsh abrasives. Do not use liquid cleaner on the LEDs, LED 
driver, or wiring inside the light fixture.

PROBLEM POSSIBLE CAUSE SOLUTION

Light will not come on A. Light switch is turned off.
B. Fuse is blown or circuit breaker is 
turned off.
C. Incorrect circuit wiring 

A. Turn light switch on
B. Replace fuse or turn circuit 
breaker on
C. Verify that fixture is wired 
properly

Fasten two fixtures with a connector.

Connect the fixture to the J-box in the ceiling. Installation is complete now.
